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Q1

What other educational tools do you feel the crèche could utilize?

A1
· There are in great need of electricity. Whether it be in the form of a solar panel or traditional cables, they could use a computer and cassettes players for both the children and the management of the crèche.

Q2
Are you still able to connect with other local universities so that students can teach English at the crèche?

A2
· There is still a possibility that I will be able to recruit students from the University of Limpopo, located in Polokwane. Otherwise I suggest that you begin speaking with individuals in Indermark that would be willing to teach English. Elsie’s son (relative to Frederica) was once a secondary teacher and speaks English well. The fact of the matter is the children’s English will never be perfect, but exposure 2-3x’s a week will assist them greatly in developing their English speaking ability. You will have to determine how they will best be compensated.
Q3
Are you willing to be involved in assessing the progress of the English teachers’ program?

A3
· Yes, I am willing to do that.
Q4
Do you have any suggestions as to how we can financially support the current teachers?

A4
· I suggest giving them a Christmas bonus [in the month of December they are not paid]. Maybe you could give R200 to each of the employees. This may solve your quandary as to how to increase their salaries without it dropping once your funds are depleted.
Q5
As you are aware, we want to pay for each of the teachers’ training courses, but we hope to create a contract that will secure their tenure for 2-3 years. Are you willing to implement the contracts?

A5
· Yes, I’m more than willing to implement this. This secures a sustainable source of teachers at the crèche.
Q6
When will the crèche receive the subsidy from the Department of Social Welfare?

A6
· By March 2008 they may receive R5 per child for up to 150 children. We are hopeful that this will pull through. As you have mentioned before, the money typically used for buying food could now be used for raising teacher salaries.
Q7
Do you think that Frederica would attend a computer training course?

A7
· Yes, she would be willing to do this if the money was available. Such courses are available in Makhado.
Q8
Do you agree that the chicken project is worthwhile?

A8
· I’m not sure. You may want to question an agronomist about how economical this project would be. They would need many chickens to produce enough eggs for the children to eat. Additionally they would need to buy chicken feed since the crèche grounds do not provide enough food for them. However the crèche always has leftover pap at the end of the day which could be used for chicken feed.
