Q1

When were you a teacher?

A1
· I taught at the secondary school in Indermark from 1979-1991, with a small break in 1982 to get my certification.
Q2
What subjects did you teach?

A2
· English and Afrikaans.
Q3
Do you have any experience with small children?

A3
· Yes, I have a young child [or children] who speaks English well, and I think I’ll be able to teach the children at the crèche.
Q4
We would want the children to be taught in small groups, rather than all 150 at once. How would you do that?

A4
· I would teach each class for 35 minutes, with a 15 minute recess between each. [4 classes per day ( 3 hours total].
Q5
Would you be willing to come in three days a week for three hours each day and teach?

A5
· Yes.
Q6
How would you teach the children?

A6
· I would use songs, rhymes, games, interactive things.
Q7
What sort of teaching aids would you need?

A7
· Boxes to make houses, paints, notebooks, storybooks. I don’t know what else I would need, but I will do some research and call you.

Do you know anyone else who would be willing to teach English at the crèche?

· Yes, my brother Jameson could also help. He is a retired primary school teacher.

When were you a teacher?
A9

· 1983-1992. I taught at the primary school level.
Q10

What subjects did you teach?

A10

· Maths and English.

Q11
What do you think would be adequate pay for the job we’re asking you to do?

A11

· R1,000-1,500 per month.
Q12

The current crèche teachers, who work full-time, are only paid R350 per month. Since you would only work about 9 hours per week [compared with 40], we don’t think it would be fair to pay you that much. Would you be willing to work for less?

A12

· Yes, it’s better than sitting at home.
